325-L/84/MVRT/IA-4/83(Pt-I).—In exercise of the POWELS
conferred by section 136 of the Motor Vehicles Ordinance, 1983 (LV of 1983),
the Government is pleased to make the following further amendments in the
Motor Vehicles Rules, 1940, the same having been previously published as
requited by sub-section (1) of scction 173 of the said Ordinance, namely:—

“Chapter IX—Motor Accidents Claims Tribunal™,

220. Application for compensation.—(1) An application under section
128 of the Motor Vehicles Ordinance, 1983 (LV of 1983), for payment of
compensation shall be made in Form CTA in person or by registered post to
the Claims Tribunal having jurisdiction over the area in which the cause of
claims has arisen and chall be accompained by a fee of twenty taka in the
form of court fee stamp:

Provided that the Claims Tribunal may accept an application under this sub-
rule without the fee specified therefor, subject to the condition that in case of an
award of compensaiion in favour of the applicant the fee shall be recovered
from the amount of compensation,

(2) Upon receiptof un application under sub-rule (1) the Claims Tribunal
shall enter 1t 1nto o register of upplcstions (0 be manuuned 1w Form L and may
examine the applicant on oath snd reduce the substance of such examination 1o
WIILOg.

222. Enquiry by tbe Claims Tribunol.—(1) The Claims Tribunal may, at
any time dunng e course of the procesding of case, visit the site of accident
for the purpose of making a local mspection ot examminiog any person likely to
be able to give any intormation relevant Lo ihe procegeding.

(2) The Claims Tribunal may allow any party to the proceeding or any
representative of any such party to accompany it to the site of accident and may,
atter making a local jispeclion O eXamiting any person, make a briefl memo-
randum stating the facts observed of information received; and the memorandum
so made shall form part of the record of the enquicy.

4} The Claims Tribunal may, if it considers necessary, require the ownet
of ll&: 1:1010[ vehicle involved in the accident (o produce the motor vehicle before

it at such tme and place a8 it may, by ordez, specify.

223. Recording of evidence, etc.—{1) The Claims Tribunal shall while
examining a witness, moke a brief memorandum of the substance of the depo-
sitions made by the witness and the memorandum so made shall be signed by
the Claims Tribunal and shall form part of the record:

Provided that a eposition made by any medical practitioner or medical
authority shall be taken down as nearly as may be word for word.

{2) If the Claims Tribunal is of the opmion that an application cannot be
disposed of at one hearing, it may adjourn the proceeding after recording the
reasong therefor and if it adjourns the proceedines it shall fix the next date of
hearing and inform the partics concerned accordingly.

224, Framing of issoes, ete.—The Claims Tribunal shall, after considering
the written statement, ii any, deposition of witnesses and the memorandum of
lacal inspection, frame issues upon which the decision of the case appears to
depend and shall record evidence thercin, il any, which the parties to the pro-
ceeding may wish to adduce.

235 Award of compensation.—The Claims Tribunal shall briefly record the
findings on each of the issues framed under rule 224 and the reasons for such
findines and, if it is satisfied that it 75 o fit case for compensation, shall make
an award of compensation of such amount as may be prescribed in this behalf
under clause h) af syh-section (1) of section 110 of the Motor Vehicles
Ordinance. 1983 (LV of 1983), to be paid by the owner or insurer of the
motor vehiele involved in the accident or by anv other person; and shall. where
the compensation is awarded in favour of more than one person, also specify
the amount payable to each of them.

225. Fee for assistance in holdine inquirv.—The Government may, from
time to time, determine fee. if any, to be paid to a person chosen under section
131 (4) of the Motor Vehicl~s Ordinance, 1983 (LV of 1983), to assist a
Claims Tribunal in Lolding an inquiry.

227. Registers.—1) A Claims Tribural sholl in addition to the register
of application mentioncd in sub-rule (2) of rule 220, maintain the following

326-L/84.—In cxercise of the pawers conferred by sec'ions 22,
11 and 50 of the Motor Vohicles Ordinance, 1983 (LV of 1983), the
Government is pleased to make the following rules, the same having been
previously published as required by sub-section (1) of section 173 of the said

Ordmance, namely:—

CHAPTER 1

PRELIMINARY

1. Short title and application—(1) These rules may e called the Motor
Vehicles Rules, 1984,
(2) They shall, save as expressly provided otherwise, apply to, and in

relation to, all motor vehicles in Bangladesh.
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2. Definitions.—In these rules, unless there is anything repugnant in the
subject or context,

{a) “"agent or canvasser” means a person or body of Persons  or - any
establishment licensed under section 79 of the Ordinance for the sale
of uckets for travel by public service vehicles or for soliciting
customers for such vehicles or for the purpose of business of collecting,
forwarding or distributing goods to be carried By public eartiers;

(b} “articulated vehicle” means a tractor to which a trailer is attached
in such a manner that part of the trailer is superimposed and part of
the weight of the trailer is borne by the tractor:

(c) “auto tempo™ means a motor cab with three wheels the upladen weight
of which does not exceed 650 pounds, comstructed or adapted or
used to carry not more than six passenpers excluding the driver;

(d) “Claims Tribunal" mcans o Motor Accidents Claoims Tribupal
constituted under section 127;

(e) “Driving “Instructor's Licence” means the document issued by a
competent authority, authorising the holder thereof to mive instructions
in the driving of motor vehicles;

(f) "Form” means a form appended to these rules:

(g} “Inspector -of Mator Vehicles” means un ollicer of the Directorate of
Road Trunsport Maintenance appointed by the Governmes* to
perform functions and discharge duties of an Inspector of Motor
Vehicles under the Ordinance and the rules made thercunder:

(h) “learner’s driving licence” means the document issued by a competent
authority, authorising the person therein to reccive insiruclions or to
guin experience in the driving of motor vehicles with the object of
presenting himself for the test set forth in the Third Schedule to the
Ordinunce;

(i} “legal representative” shall have the meaning assigned to it under
clause (113 of section 2 of the Code of Civil Procedure, 1908 (Act
No, V of 1908);

(j) "manager” in respect of motor vehicles repairing workshop means an
employce of the proprietor or any person appointed as such and who
is actually responsible to carry out the work and shall include the
proprietor when such fonctions are discharged by him;

(k) “metropolitan areca” means an area forming part of the metropolitan

 city of Dhaka or Chittagong;

(1) “modification” m relation to a motor vehicle means that it is mo
lenger in conformity with the regulations when any of its items has
been modified contrary to the regulations or replaced or equipped by
an item which is not prototype or not homological or when using
them is considered prejudicial to safety or to the environment but
shall not include wear of an item and the resulting condition;

{m) "motor cab rickshaw” means a motor cab with three wheels  the
unladen weight of which does not exceed 900 pounds, constructed,

adapted or used to carry not more than three passengers excluding
the driver;
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{n) “motor vehicle repairing workshop” means any place or apartment,
or shop ot building or premises or establishment within which different
parts of motor vehicles are repaired or manufactured or where body
of motor vehicle is built or repaired or where any works relating to
the painting or denting or replacing or fixing of such parts are done;

(0) “Ordinance” means the Motor Vehicles Ordinance, 1983 (LV of
19835;

{p) “passenger”, in relation to the Ordinance or these rules, means any
person travelling in any motor vchicle other than the driver or the
conductor or any employee of the permit holder while on duty:

{q) “postal adhesive stamp” means the stamps used in payment of fee
or fine under the Ordinance or the rules made thereunder;

4r) “producer” for the purpose of these rules or the Ordinonce means the

whole of the Generator, pipes, coolers, filters and accessories necessary
for the peneration of gas and its supply to the engine;

(s) “proprictor” in respect of motor vehicle repairing workshop includes
the owner or any person or body of persons who has any right in the
ownership and shall include the Government when such workshop is
established and run by it;

1) “recognised Institution™ means any Board of Intermediate and
Secondary Education established by or under any law or any other
institution recognised by the Government for the purposes of these
rules;

{u} “registration mark” means any mark assigned under sub section (3)
of section 34;

{v} “repair” means to restore after dilapidation or injury or decay or
partial destruction or disorder or incorrect functioning tp a sound
slate or condition;

(w) “section” means a section of the Ordinance;

(x) “special registration mark” means any mark assigned wunder sub-
section (1) of section 35;

{y) “traffic control light” means & signalling device, operated either
manually or electrically, erected cither at a road junction or at any
other place which is designed mainly for the purpose of regulating
the movement of motor wvehicle traffic, and which by the uz= of
coloured lights, conveys information, guidance or direction to drivess
of motor vehicles,

CHAPTER O

LICENSING OF DRIVERS OF MOTOR VEHICLES

. Licensing suthority.—The licensing authority to grant driving licence,
shall be,~—~

(i) in a metropolitan area, the Deputy Commissioner of Police (Traflic)
or any other officer authorised by the Government in this bebalf; and
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{it) elsewhere, the Svperintendent of Police or any other offi §
by the Government in ‘this behalf. y other officer authorised

4. Application for licence, ete.—(1} The licensing suthorily shall, upon the
receipt of an application for a professional or a non-professional driving licence
give an acknowledgement to the applicant and shall make such enquiries as
may be reasonably necessary to establish the identity of the applicant and to
nscertain—

(n) that the applicant is not disqualified or liable to be disqualified for
holding & driving licence;

(b) that he is in possession of a valid learner’s driving licence issued by
a competent authority and is likely to complete not less than three
months immediately before the date of test;

{c) that the applicant has affixed the postal adhesive stamps of proper
denomination in payment of the fee for the licence; and

{d) that the applicant has furnished the required information and enclosed
necessary document in support thereof.

{2} The application so received shall be repistered in a register of applica-
tions which shall contain the following information:—

{a) sertal number;

(b} date of receipt;

{¢) name and addresss of the applicant;
{d) purpose of application;

{e) amount received as fee;

(f) to whom despateh;

{(g) datc of despatch; -
(h) decisions on the application; and

(i) remarks.

{3) The licensing authority shall, by natice  In vgrriting. summon  the
applicant o appear before the driving test board constituted under rule 6 at
such times and place as the licensing authority may appoint and shall at the
came time send the syllabus for the test of competence.

(4) If an application for driving licence is rejected the licensing authority
<hall inform the applicant in Writing therefor. .

5. Authorisation to drive transport vehicles.—(1) ffmti}ﬂrismian tg drive a
transport vehicle shall be granted by a Transport Authority in Form D set forth
in the First Schedule to the Ordinance and shall be effective. unless otherwise

specified, throughout Bangladesh.

(5) Upon receipt of an application under sub-rule (4) the Transport
Authority may make such enquiries as may be reasonably necessary to establish
the tdentity of the applicant and te ascertmin that the applicant is not disqualified
or liable to be disqualified for holding a driving licence.

{6) The Transport Authority concerned shall summon the applicant to
appear before the driving test board as constituted under rule 6 at such time
and place as it may appoint and shall require the applicant to pass the test as set
forth in the Third Schedule to the Ordinance,

(7) The Transport Authority granting authorisation under this rule shall
return the driving licence to the holder ﬂierg}r and shall at ‘Lim samc time send
intimation in Form LT to the authority which issued the licence.

(8) If the Transpart Authority rejects an spplication under this rule, it shall
do so in writing stating reasons therefor and shall return the driving licence to
the applicant with a suitable remark thercon,

4. Driving competency test board.—(1) The Government shall constitute
a driving competency test board for every metropolitan area and for every district
to test the competence to drive as per provision of the Third Schedule to the
Ordinance, the board shall consist of the following members, namely:—

For the meciropolitan area.

{a) the Deputy Commissioner of Police {(Traffic) haviog jurisdiction over
the area, who shall also he the Chairman of the board:

(b) a Magistrate of the first class nominated by the Chicf Metropolitan
Magisirate;

fc) an Assistant Surgeon nominated by the Civil Surgeon having
jurisdiction over the area; and

fd} an Inspector of Maotor Vehicles having jurisdiction over the arca.

For the districts.

I,’.u] Superintendent of Police having jurisdiction over the area, who shall
also be the Chairman of the board:

fb) a Magistrate of the first class nominated by the Deputy Commissioner
having jurisdiction over the area;

{c) an Assistant Surgeon nominated by the Civi] Surgeon having jurisdic-
ton over the area; and

(d} an Imspector of Mator Vehicles having jurisdiction over the area.
{2) The driving competency test hoard shall satisfy—
(a) that the applicant has paid fee of proper denomination for the licence:

(b} that the applicant is gencrally fit as resards mental and physical health
and eyesight;
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(e} that the applicant has no deformity or loss of members which would
interfere with the efficient performance of his dutics as a driver;

(d) that he is not underaged to obtain the driving licence;

(e} that he is not so deal which would prevent him from hearing ordinary
sound signals;

(f) that he does not show any sipn or evidence of being addicted to the
excessive use of alcohol or drups:

{g) that the applicant has perfect field of vision, depth  perception,
reaction tme, colour perception and visual acuity, and

(h) that the applicant, not being a foreipn national, is able to read and
write either Bengali or English.

(3) The applicant who satisfies the requirements under sub-rule {2} shall
be subjected to a preliminary examination, both written and oral, in the light
of the Third Schedule to the Ordinance to test the applicant’s knowledge of—

(a) traffic laws and regulations;

(b} road codes and road signs;

(c) the mechanism of an autemobile ig simple terms;
(d) insurance requirements:

fe} first aid in case of accident:

(f) duties and responsibilities of a driver: and

(g) precautions to prevent accident.

(4) The practical driving test as specified in Part.I of the Third Schedule
to the Ordinance shall be conducted in two phases by the Inspector of Motor
Vehicles in the presence of other members including the Chairman of the
Board mentioncd in subrule (1) of this rule.

{5) The first phase of the practical driving test shall be carried oul on g
specially arranged spot reserved and forbidden to all candidates and driving
mstructors before the examination to judpe if the candidate is perfectly in o
position to manoeuvre his vehicle faultlessly in all situations (starting, changing
gears, stopping, moving away on an incline and n decline and turning and
reversing). i

(6) A candidate who satisfactorily completes the first phase shall be taken
for second phase of the test on the public roads as well inside localities to
judge if the candidate is able to fit in the movement of traffic, to observe, 1o
anticipate, to behave correctly, to observe precautionary  measures, to  drve
with a smooth motion of nearly thirty miles per hour on a rapid traffic road, to
accomplish safe overtaking and to nepotiate bends without skidding.

(7} Subject 1o sub-section (8) of scction 7 of the Ordinance, the applicant
shall present himself for the test with a serviceable vehicle which have valid
certificate of fitness at such time and place as may be specified by the licensing
autharity or the driving competency test board.

(8} The fee for the test of competence shall be fifteen taka for each test

and shall be paid before the test is commenced and shall not be refunded under
any circumstances.
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7. Additional requirements for drivers of heavy weight and public service
yehieles.—( 1) The duration of test for drivers of heavy weight wehicles shall
be longer with double pumber of questions and the judpement more scvere
than that for drivers of light or mediom weight vehicles and the test shail be
conducted only on a heavy weight vehicle with total weight of approximately
seven tons or a bus with at least 42 scats (including the conductor).

(3) A licensing authority adding under sub-section (3) of section 6 of tha
Ordinance, to the class or classes of motor vehicles which a driving licence
authorises the holder to drive shall, if it is not the authority by whom the
driving licence was issued, intimate the addition to that suthoriy in Form L, Ad.

9. [Exemption from fees for the fest of compefence to drive.—MNo fees shall
be charged for the test of competence to drive in respect of fractors used solely
for the purposes of agriculture.

10. Minimom  edocational qualification  for holding driving licence.—A
person, not being a foreign natiopal, shall not be eligible for holding a driving
liccnes under the Ordinance, if he does not know how to read and write either in
Bengali or English.

11, Issue and remewal of driving licence.—(1) The licensing authority
issuing a driving licence shall send it to the post office indicated in the application
therefor within  fifteen days from the date of Issue, with an intimation to the
holder thereof, who shall receive the driving licence from the post ollice.

(2) Every driving licence shall bear a printed number on it and shall be
an accountable document, the price of which shall be five taka only.

(3) The post office concerned shall, upon  receipt of the driving licence,

(6) Upeon receipt of the application for renewal the post office shall make
necessary entries in the appropriate resister, affix stamp of proper denomination
in the space provided for it and shall specily the period for which the driving
licence has been renewed and shall return the driving licence (o the holder under
an intimation to the licensing authority,
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12, Medical certificate.—(1) The photogreph to be affixed to the medical
certificate of fitness in Form C as set forth in the first Schedule to the Ordinance
shall be firmly affixed and not mercly pinned to the Form apd the medical
practitioner shall put his signature and seal to the photograph in  additon to
signing the medical cerbficate.

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(2} Upon the receipt of intimation as aforesaid the licensing authority
shall, il he is not the authority by whom the licence was issued, apply to that
authority for particulars of the licence and of any endorsements thercon and
shall, after muking such enquirics us he thinks fit, if satisfied that a duplicate
muy properly be issued, issue a duplicat driving licence and shall send intima-
tion to the authority by whom the licence was issued.

~ {3) Where a photograph is required to be  affixed to a  duplicate  driving
Ilnccncc issved under the provisions of  these  rules, the holder of the driving
feence shall furnish the licensing authority with two clear copies of a recent
photopraph of himsel, ¢ne of which shall e aflixed to the duplicate  driving
licence and the other shall e trun-mitted by the aubority issulog duplicate
driving licence to the authority by whom the licence was issucd.

court has taken temporary possession of a driving licence for any purpose
other than that of sub-section (2) of section 161 and the driving licence has
not been suspended or cancelled the licensing authority op other authority or
police officer or the Court, as the case may be, shall furnish him with a receipt
for the driving licence and temporary authorisation (o drive in Form L, Tem.

(2} When a police oflicer or any other authority seizes a driving licence
under sub.section (2) of section 161, he shall give to the person surrendering
the driving licence the temporary authorisation to deive undep sub-section (3)
of the said section in Form L. Tem. A.

(3) Production of temporary authorisation in Form L. Tem. or Form
L. Tem. A, shall be deemed to be production of the driving licence.

(4) Until the driving licence has been returned o its holder he shall oot
be entiled to drive a motor vehicle (without being in possession of his driving
licence) Teyond the period specified in the temporary authorisation as aforesaid:

Provided that the licensing authority or the Court or the police officer or
other authority, as the ease may be, by which the temporary authorisation  as
aforesaid was granted may extend the period of validity of the temporary autho-
sisation until the driving licence is returned, suspended or cancelled.

(5) No fee shaoll be charped in respect of any temporary authorisation in
Form L. Tem. or L. Tem.

18. Learner’s driving licence.—(1) Sub-section (1) of section 3 shall not
apply 1o any person driving a motor  vehicle in a public place during the
course of recetving instruction or gaining cxperience in driving with the object
of presenting himself for the test required by clause (a) of sub-section (8) of
section 7, so long as—

(o) the person driving the vehicle is the holder of a learmer's driving
licenee in Form LLr. entitling him to drive the vehicle;

fb) there is beside the driver in the vehicle as instructor a person holding
instructor’s driving licence to drive the vehicle and sitting in such a
position as to be able readily to stop the vehicle;

(c) the vehicle not being a motor cycle is fitted with dual controls; and
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(d) there is affixed both to the front and rear of the vehicle a plate or card
as sct forth below;—
Plate (or card) seven inches square, to be white, with letter “j" in
red, 4 inches high and 3% inches wide:

Provided that clause (b) shall oot apply to a person  driviog a
two wheeled motor cycle with or without o side-car attached,

{2) An application for a learncr’s driving  lcence shall be made to the
licensing authority baving  jurisdiction in the area in  which the applicant
ordinarily resides, in Form LLr. A and shall be accompanied by a fec of fifteen
taka and a medical certificate in Form C as set forth in the First Schedule to
the Ordinance.

{3) A leamer’s driving licence shull be valid for o period of three months
and may be renewed for a furiher period of three monihs on payment of a fec
of seven tuka for such renewal:

Provided that the licensing authority may, where the learner has not  been
able to utilise the period owing to unavoidable circumstances, renew the driving
licence for further periods of three months on similar payments.

19. Disqualificntion under sections 16 and 17 of the Ordinance.—{1) A
licensing asuthority taking possession of a driving licence under clavse (a) of sub-
scetion (2) of section 16 shall, if the driving licence was issued by another
licensing authority, intimate the fact to that authority.

.20,  Authority to make cndorsements in the driving licence.—(1) Any
Magistrate of the first or second class, any Police officer not below the rank of
Deputy Superintendent of Police, Director, Road Transport Maintenanee or any
officer anthorised by him or any Inspector of Motor Vehicles shall have autho-
rity to strike out any of the code numbers and signs in the square provided in
Form D and E in the First Schedule to the Ordinance for committing in his
presence or view any of the offences specified in Part C of the Fifth Schedule to
the Ordinance.

{2} Any authority acting under sub-rule (1) shall make a report of his
action to the licensing authority in whose jurisdiction the ofence was committed
and also to the authority which issued the driving licence or remewed it last.

{33 The authority which strikes out the tenth code number may seize the
driving licence and issue to the holder of the licence a temporary authorisation
in Form L. Tem. and shall send the licence to the licensing authority which
issmed the same.
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(4) On reccipt of information as aforcsaid the licensing authority  shall
simultanecusly strike out appropriate code number of the duplicate copy of the
licence kept in his office and op striking out the last code number the licensing
authority shall direct the holder thereof to surrender the driving licence to it, if
not seized under sub-rule (3).

{5) The licensing authority shall, on the expiry of three maonths from the
date of surrender of the driving licence, issue o duplicate driving licence  with
the code numbers free from endorsement and shall mark in red ink the nunber
of times for which such duplicate has been issucd.

21. Intimation fo original aotharity of endorsemenis and renewal! of
driving licence.—(1) The court or any authority making or cawsing to be mude
an cndorsement on a driving licence under section 20 shull send indmation in
Form LE to the licensing authority by whom the driving licenee was issued and
ta the licensing authority by whom it was last renawed.

(2) A licensing authority rencwing a driving licence under the  provisions
of section 12 and rule 11 shall intimate in Form LR the fact of the renewal to
the licensing authority by whom the doving licence was issucd,

22, Schools of motoring,.—(1) No person or body of persons or establish-
ment shall ¢ngage in the business of giving instruction for hire or  rewaed in
the drving of molor vehicles, nor shall any person adverlise or  otherwise
publicly undertake to give such instruction, without the approval of the autho-
rity under sub-rule (2) in Form M.S. constituting the said person or body of
persons or cstablishment as a school of motoring.

(2) The authority 1o register o school of  matoring shall be  the Director,
Road Transport Maintenance ar any other officer authorised by the Government.

{3} No school of motoring shall bhe approved and  registered, unless
recommendcd by the Selection Bouard comsisting of  the following  members,
namely:—

{a) The Direclor, Road Traopsport  Muintenonee, who shall also be the

Chairman of the Board;

(b) an Officer of the Directorate of Police to be nominated by the
Inspector General of Police;

{c) an Officer of Labour and Manpower Division to be nominated by
that Division;

¢d) a representative of the Molor  Transport Owners Assoclation to be
nominated by the Government; and

{e) a represcntative of the Transport Workers Association to be nominated
by the Government.

{4}y The authority under sub-rule (2) shall have power to refuse approval
to the setting up of a school of motoring if, in his opinion. there are sufficient
such scheols in existence in the area or if the conditions under sub-rule (1) of
rule 24 are not fulfilled.
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{5} Any change in the address of the place of husiness of a school of
motoring shall, within fourteen days of such chanpe, be intimated to  the
registering  authority for such schools and a copy of the same shall be
simultancously endorsed to the concerned Inspector of Motor Vehicles.

(6} A school of motoring shall at all  ressonable times be opencd - for
inspection by the Director, Road Transport  Maintenanee o any  offtcer
guthorised by him or the Deputy Commissioner or the Superintendent of Poiice
or Deputy Commissioner of Police (Tralfic) having jurisdiction in the arca or
any Inspector of Motor Vehicles.

(7) The authority for the registration of a scliool of motoring may at any
time, for reasons to he intimated in writing, withdraw the approval and thereupon
the holder thercof shall surrender the Form M.S. issued to him under sub-
rule (1).

(8} The authority under sub.rule (2) shall bave the power (o approve
the nature and duration of the Courses of instruction, amd  the nuomber of
pupils to be instructed at any onc time, and the rate of fees to be charged
from a pupil,

(9) Any person upgrieved by an order of refusal or withdrawal of approval
made by the autharity under sub-rule (2) may, within thirty  davs  of the
communication of sueh order.  appeal  to the Seerctary, Roads  and Road
Transport Division,

(10) The procedure Iaid down in rule 36 for the conduct and hearing of
appeal shall apply to all appenls preferred under suborule (9 of this rule.

23. Selection Board for school of motoring.—(1) The  Selection Hoard
constituted under sub-rule (3) of rule 22 shall before making any recommenda-
tion satisfy itself that— :

(a) the praprieter and the staffl arc of good character and the persons
employed to give instruction in the driving of motor vehicles  are
holding driving instructor’s licence;

{b) the undertaking is fnancially sound;

fc) the proprictor maintains an adequate number of motor vehicles fited
with dual controls and other neecssary apparatus and equipment for
the instruction of pupils:

(d) the vehicles have valid certificate of fitoess and are not mechanically
defective:

(e) the proprietor maintains a record  with photographs  of the pupils
atlending the school from time to time, the duration of their instruction
and the dates on which they passed the fest required under ihe
Ordinance and these rules.

(2} The Sclection Board shall—

(a) lay down procedure for qstah]is]lmun!._ registration,  operation  and
conirol of school of motering:

(b) sperify the duration and courses of instruction for the peoples:

(c) determine the terms and conditions for the operation of the school;
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(d) determine the fee for registration of a school of motoring and the fec
payable by the pupils, in respect of tuition, food, lodging and other
related charpes;

(e) classify schools of motoring for imparting training in light or heavy
weight or other motor vehicles,

24, Procedure for registration of schools of motoring.—(l) Any person
desirous of establishing a school of motoring shall apply in Form M.S. A, with
a fec of one thousand taka paid by adhesive postal stamps, to the registration
authority under sub-rule (2) of rule 22 through the Inspecior of Motor Vehicles
in whose [unctionul area he wishes to establish the school of motoring.

{2) The Inspector of Motor Vehicles will physically inspect the school of
motoring and shall satisfy himself if the requirements of the rules are complied
with and shall forward the application to the registering authority under  sub-
rule (2) of rule 22 with his comments.

{3) The registering authority upder sub-rule (2) of rule 22 shall place the
application before the Selection Board constituted under sub-rule (3) of rule 22
for opinion and shall grant registration if the Selection Board recommends for
such registration.

(4) If the authority for registration of a school of motoring refuses to
register a school of motoring or rejects the application under sub-role (1), the
applicant shall be entitled to the refund of seventy five percent of the fee paid
under that sub-rofle.

75, Tssue of driving instructor’s licence.—(1) No person shall cngage in
the busingss of giving instruction for hire or reward in the driving of motor
vehicles or for gaining cxperience in the driving, or publicly undertake to give
such instructions unless he holds an effective driving instructor’s licence issucd
by the authority specificd under sub.rule (2},

(2) The authority to grant driving instructor’s licence shall be the Dircctor,
Road Transport Maintenance or any other officer authorised by the Government.

{3} Ewvery application for a driving instructor’s licence shall be made to the
authority under sub-rule (2) in Form ILA and shall be accompanied by a fee
of fifty tuka and two copies of the recent photograph of the applicant.

(4) The authority issuing the dnving instructor’s licence shall satisfy itseli—

a} that the applicant holds a valid professional driving licence to drive
heavy motor vehicles and has had at least three years' experience  in
driving any heavy motor vehicle and furnished the proof of having
driven a vehicle consistently throughout that period;

{b) that he has atlained the age of at least 27 ycars;

(c) that he has passed at least Secondary School Certificate Examination
o its equivalent from a recoguised institution:

{d) ¢hat he is of pood character.
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(3) A candidate satisfying the requirements as aforesaid shall be summoned
to test in the subject of—

(a) a rigid driving test to advanced standards;

(b) clementary plysics, that is, force, motion and specd, mass and inertia,
pravitutional pull, centre of gravity, stability, road adhesion, friction,
tangentrl force, acceleration, deceleration, overtaking, braking and
braking distances;

{c) technical knowledge of the automobiles, that is, engine, fuel system,
ignition system, cooling sysiem, lubrication system, clutch, gear  box,
transmission diffierenual, wheels and tyres, brakes and briking system,
steering, suspension and springing electrical equipment, lighting system
und body work;

(d) teaching method, that is, sitting at the wheel, starling the engine,
moving  away, driving straight  ahead, changing  gears, stopping,
steering  the vehicle, operatung the cletch, turmning on  the level,
reversing - on the  level, moving away on an incline and o decline,
purking normal and belween other vehicles, driving in restricted aress,
driving at night and on motorway;

(e) traffic regulations and road signs, that is, traflic reguliions, descrip-
tions of roud signs and signals, conditicn attuched ro driving licence,
procedure for issuance and obtaining of driving licences, restrictions
on the hours of works of drivers, procedure in cuse of accident, firs
aid in case of accident, insurance regulufions and peneral linbilities,
internationul traffic and other maiters connected with driving of motor
vehicles;

«6) The test on subjects specified in sub-rule (5) shall be conducted by
a board to be constituted by the Government and the Director, Roud Transpart
Maint¢nance shall be appointed the Chairman of that board.

(7) A successful candidate shall be issued with a driving instructor's licence
in Form IL which shull be valid for life time unless surrendered by the holder
thercof or cancelled by the authority issuing the same for reasons to be intimated
in writing.

26. Report as to change of address of driving licence holder.—The holder
of a driving licence shall, except in the case of a temporary absence not involving
a change of residence {or a period exceeding three months in the case of
professional driver and six months in the case of others, report any change of
his temporary or permancnt address as  notified on the driving licence to  the
licensing authority by whom the driving licence was issued and to the licensing
authority by whom it was last renewed.

27. Transport vehicle driver’s badge.—(1) The driver of a transport vehicle
shall display on lis left breast o metal badge in the form illustrated in the First
Schedule to these rules issucd by, and inscribed with the name of the authority
by which an authorisation to drive a transpart vehicle has been granted and the
word “Driver” together with an identification number.

(2) A driver of a transport vehicle shall not hold more than one such
badge issued by an authority,
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(3) The fuee for the issue of u badge as aforesaid shall be ten taka. 1f the
badge s lost or desroyed a duplicate Dudge shall be issued by the authority by
which it was Jssucd on payment of ten taka, and vpon the return to the issving
authority of a badge or of a duplicate badge the driver shall be entitled o a
refund af live laka:

Frovided that where the actunl cost incurred by the Government for a badge
exceeds ten toky, the Government may  direct that such actunl cost shall be
charped as the fee under this sub.rule,

(4} If, at any time, the authorisadon on a driver's licence entitling him to
drive a transport vehicle is suspended or revoked by any authority or by any
Court or ceases to be valid by the efffux of time, the deiver shal] within seven
days of such suspension, revocalion or, cessation as the case may be, surrender
the badge to the autherity by which it was issued,

(5) No drver shaill lend or transfer the badge preseribed in these roles (o any
other person.

(6) Any person finding a_driver's badge shall, unless he returns the sume to
a person whont he knows 1o be -he holder, forthwith surrender it 1o the authernty
by which it wus issued or to a police station.

28,  Exemplion for driving licence fees in certuin cases.—(1) No fees shall
be characd [rom members of tse Pelice Force or Fire Brigade for issuc of driving
ficences to drive Police or Fire Bricade motor vehicles or for the renewal of
such driving licences.

{7 Mo fees shall be churged [or driving licences to drive motor vehicles from
persons suthorised to remove such vehicles under sectipn 105,  provided such
persons are no! atherwise required to take a driving licence under the Ordinance.

(3) Mo [ce shall be charged for the issue of driving licences to drive motor
vehicles of diplomatic and  non-diplomatic members of foreign  diplomatic
missians, namely, Embassies, Legatons and High Commissions and Foreign
Consular Olfficers, de carciers and Trade Commissioners, or for the renewal of
such driving licences.

(4) No fee shall be charged for the issue of driving licences to drive tructors
used solely for agricultural purposes. or for the renewal of such driving licences.

(18) The Inspector of Motor Vehicie making the endorsement under sub-
rule (17) shall send a copy of Form CF Sub to the Inspector of Motor Vehicles
of the area concerned as well as to the manager of the motor workshop if the
certificate should be rencwed by him (the maenager).

(19) If a motor vehicle in a public piace is damaged at any time or found
to be unsafe or unfit for ordinary use, the Inspector of Mo or Vehicles shall
record the reasons thereof in Form CFX and communicate them to the owner
if he is m the vehicle and, if not, 1o the driver or incharge of the vehicle and
the vehicle shall not be used thercafter in a public place save for the purposc of
heing driven for inspection after repair by the Inspector of Motor Vehicles
conpetent to grant the certificate of filness:

Provided that the Tuspector of Motor Vehicles may, subject to such condition
as he thinks nccessary to impose, autherise the vehicle to be driven to a place
of repair and may also direct that a fresh certificate of fitness shall be obtained
before the vehicle can be used in a public place.

(20) On productisn of a vehicle for the Furpuse of grant or renewed of
cenifficate of fitness or for any other purpose, the Inspector of Moetor Vehicles or
the manager of motor workshop, as the case may be, shall complete the inspection
and road test of the vehicle within  a reascnable time and the owner or the
incharge of the vehicle shall provide all such facilities, including fuel, as may be
necessary for inspection or test.

(21) The Inspector of Motor Vehicles or the manager of the motor workshop
shall send a monthly :tatement by the 10th of the month following the month
to which the statement relates, showing classwise, the total number of vehicles
inspected, number of vehicles granted or refused certificate of fitness and tha
number af vehicle whose certificate of fitness has been suspended or cancelled
to the Dircctor, Roed Transport Maintenance or to any other officer anthorised
by him and shall send :uch other statements or returns as the Director may
from time to time require.

69. Cancellation and suspension of certificate of fitness —(1) The Director,
Road Transport Maimenance or any other officer authorised by him or any
Inspector of Molor Vehicles may cancel the certificate of fitness of a  motor
vehicle under sub-seetion (4) of section 47 or suspend the certificate of fitness

(2) The driver or the owner or the incharge of a motor vehicle shall at all
reasonable times. whether in a public place or not, allow the Director, Roead
Transport Mainicnance or any officer authorised by him or any Inspector of
Motor Vehicles to inspect or test the moor vehicle to ascertain if the vehicle
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complics with the requirements of Chapter VI of the Ordinance and the rules
made thereunder or to ascertain if the use of the vehicle in a public place would
cadunger public safety and shall provide all such facililies, including fuel, as
may be rcquired for the inspection or test, = :

(3) The authority cancelling or suspending a cerlificate of filness under sub-
rule (1) shall pive the owner or driver or other person incharge of the moter
vehicle o recvipt therefor and o staement in wrting of the reasons for such
cancellation or suspension and shall, unless the period of suspension is more
than fourteen days, indimate the fact of cancellation or suspension to the original
registering authority as well as to the registering autherity in whose juri-diction
the vehicle was at the time of cancellation or suspension and to the Transport
authority which granted the "permit and shall forward the certificale o the
auhority by which it was last granted or rencwed.

(4) The authority which cancels or  suspends a certificale of fitness may,
by an endorsement, specify the time within which the vehicle may be driven to

a specified destination for the purpoie of repair,

(5) The owner or the person incharge of the vehicle, the certificate of
fitness of which has been cancelled or suspended may apply at any time for the
restoration of the cer'ificate of fitness, if the vehicle has been repaired in such
a manner that the provisions of Chapter VI of the Ordinance and the rules made

thercunder are complied with.

(6) If, after an inspeetion, a vehicle is passed fit within fourteen days of
the date of canceilat'on or suspension of the certificate but before the date of
expiry specified in such certificate, the certificate shall be restored to its original
date of expiry and no restoration fee except fee for inspection as prescribed
under clzuse (¢) of sub-rule (10) ef rule 68 shall be charged.

(73 If a vehicle is brought for inspection at any other time than the aforesaid
eriod of fourteen days, a fresh certificate of fitness shall he required on payment
of the fce prescribed under sub-rule (10) of rule 68.

7. Authorisation of moter workshop for granting or renewal of certificata
of fifness—{1) The Government may, for any specified arca, authorise such
number of registered mueier workshops as may be necessary in consideration of
Ure number of motor vehicles reaw'ring grant or renewal of certificate of fitness
and may authorise the Managers of such workshops under section 47 to grant

tb) that the application has been submitted in Form AA together with a
fee as may be specified (Non-refundable) by postal adhesive stamps;

{c) that the applicant maintains efficient staff, suitable tools and equip-
ment i his premises, sufficient space to accommeodate at least 10 heavy
mator vehicles or at least 10 forly two-scater buses at o time for
inspection or test and have proper security arranrements for safe
custody of the vehicles and proper parking spacc for waiting vehicles;

(d) that the applicant is not likely to rencw the certificate of filness of
any motor vehicle in which he has business interest :

{c) that the manager of the mo'or workshop has requisite qualification and
cxperience of an Inspector of Motor Vehicles ; and

{f} that the workshop has been repgistered in accordance with seetion 84,

(4) Before pranting authorisation in Form AW to motor workshop the
Government shall sausiv itsell—

{a) that the proprietors of the workshop has deposited a sum of taka five
thousand in the appropriate head of account as security; and

(b) that the manager of the workshop has passed the test conducted by
the Selection Commutiee for the appointment of Inspector of Motor
Vehieles.

{5} The Government may refuse to grant authorisation to  any mator
workshop and, if satisfed after giving the prporietor thereof an opportonity of
benp heard, may, for reasons 1o be recorded in writing, cancel any authorisa-
tion and may also forfeit any portion or whole of the security money and, if
deemed fit, may take other lepal actions against the proprictor or the munager
or any other stafl of the motor workshop.

(#) The motor workshop shall submit a repular monthly return, indicating
the leading patticulars of vehicles attended, certificates of fitness  granted or
renewed or refused, the periods for which the certificates have been renewed and
the amount of fees received by means of postn] adhesive stamps and in cash,
to the Director. Road Trensport Maintenance and shall simultaneously endorse
a copy of the same to the Inspector of Motor Vehicles of the area.
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(7) Every authorised motor workshop, its records, equipment, tools and
machinery shall be opened at all reasonwle times to inspection by the Director,
Road Transpoit Mamtepance or any officer authorised by him in this “behalf
or any officer of the Roads and Road Transport Division of the rank of Deputy
Secretary or above or any member of the Selection Board under sub-rule (2)
or the Superintendent of Police or Deputy Commissioner having jurisdiction
over the ared.

(8) The Government shall be entitled to cancel the authorisation of any
motor workshop at any time without assigning any reasons.

(9) The authorisation to renew the certificate of fitness shall be deemed to
have been withdrawn if the manager no longer remains the employee of the
authorised motor workshop and in such a case the authorisation of the motor
oworkshop shall remain suspended until the new manager receives the approval
of the Government.

(10} The Director, Road Transport Maintenance ot any officer authorised
by him shall inspect each autherised workshop at least once in a year and shall
make a report to the Government on the performance of the motor workshops.

71. Duoplieate cerlificate of fitness.—(1) If, at any time, a cerlifirate of
fitness is lost or destroyed or mutilated or soiled, the owmer shall forthwith
intimate the fact in writing to the Inspector of Motor Vcehicles by whom the
certificate of fitness was granted or by whom it was last renewed, as the case may
be, giving deails of such certificate and shall apply for a duplicate copy on
pavment of u fee of ten taka.

(3) No manufacturer or assembler or importer or dealer 10 motor vehicles
shall let out any vehicle for the purpose of tesy, or while proceeding for delivery,
Lranspoftation, registration or exhibitions unless there is displayed on the vehicls
trade regisication watks in the manner speciicd under sub-rle (8) of rule 82,
